Instrumental Progression by the end of the first year.
Pupils will be able to:
· Recognise the names for the parts of the instrument and how the sound is produced.
· Know the names of the various instruments in the samba band.
· Demonstrate an understanding of the technique and posture required to produce a good tone.

· Strike the instruments confidently with control and a correct technique
· Be able to play a variety of samba instruments with correct techniques whilst playing at a variety of dynamic levels.
· Understand the role and origins of samba and its connection with dance and movement.
· Most will be able to play various rhythms securely within the ensemble set up
· Some will be able to take dominant roles within the ensemble set up and lead call and responses and breaks etc.
· Perform repertoire from memory, demonstrating some character and use of dynamics.
· Recognise basic rhythmic notation.
· Have a basic understanding of musical elements pulse, rhythm, pitch, dynamics and tempo and be able to show some ability to use these on their instrument.

· Improvise/compose simple 4 beat patterns on their instrument.

Assessment criteria
Instrumental

Pupils will be assessed on their ability to:
· Play with the correct technique and posture.
· Understand how and be able to produce a good sound quality with confidence.

· Play in time to the music using correct rhythmic patterns.
· Use learnt musical vocabulary when talking about or answering musical questions.
· Maintain their part and instrumental role within the whole class ensemble.
· Make musical decisions within the class ensemble.
· Show some basic improvisation.

· Have a basic understanding of note reading or signs/symbols in relation to playing their instrument.

General Musicianship

Pupils will be assessed on their ability to:

· Clap and improvise simple rhythms with some confidence.
· Sing pitched notes within warm ups and songs.
· Participate confidently in ensemble activities.
